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How did the Academy idea come
about?

Its actually a funny thing, thinking
about it now. Mr Klopper asked me
one day, “Buddy, why don’t you open
up your own Referee’s Academy?”
Initially | was tentative, but after a
while, | thought, why not?

What type of training do you provide?
The training, is state of the art, in line
with the FIFA Laws of the Game. We
hold workshops where current Laws,
as well as the amended Laws of the
Game, get workshopped by a virue of
tests, as well as video testing.

The training also consists of technical
correctness, whereby referees and
assistant referees gets taken through
their drills on the field.

How does the Academy operate?
The Academy has a pool of referees
and assistant referees on it's books.
We are providing (almost renting out)
match officials to the CFF League in
Gansbaai on a weekly basis.

We are also providing fitness tests,
twice a season.




Where do you see the Academy in
the future?

The Academy currently only com-
prises of Hermanus and Gansbaai
match officials. We would like to
move into other towns in the Over-
berg Region as well.

We are currently without a spon-
sor, but do get private funding
(sponsors) from time to time.

We are extremely grateful for that
assistance.

We are planning to broaden our
horizons towards 2025. Any
person between the ages of 17-35
who would like to become a match
official, in a non-toxic environment,
is welcome to contact us.
